Step 1:  

Remove the Cover already installed in 

the Motorbike. This will allow access to 

the Mounting Holes for fitment of SRC 

Engine Guard 

 

Step 2:  

Mounting of Rear End Bracket (3) Orient the 

Rear End Bracket, as shown, and slip-in the 

Long Bolt (Original Equipment – already 

available in the Motorbike) through the 

holes as shown, and secure the threads, 

using the Hexagonal Nut (again Original 

Equipment – already available in the 

Motorbike) from the other side. 
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Step 3:  

Mounting the Engine Guard 

Orient the Engine Guard for 

mounting it to the Rear End 

Bracket, as shown. 

Slip-in the Taper Ring – 2 off and 

M6 x 20 Screw (9) – 2 off and 

secure the threads using Nut M6 

(8) – 2 off, from the other side of 

the Rear End Bracket, as shown.

Slip-in the Spacer (5) – 2 off between 

the mounting surface of the holes (as 

shown in “Red”) and from the frontal 

side of the Engine Guard, slip-in the 

Taper Ring (4) – 2 off and Screw M6 x 

45 (6) – 2 off and secure the threads 

Step 5: 

Ensure Orientation, Mounting 

Symmetry of the Engine Guard 

from the frontal side and 

tighten the fasteners to torque 

as specified in the BOM table

It is always advised to check loosening of the fasteners after the first 50 kilo meters of ride and 

at regular intervals. 

7.   To the maximum extent possible, our design use the current Mounting/Fitment of the Original 

Equipment, so that Installation of these accessories will not affect the Payload or Function of the Vehicle or 

the Part on which it is mounted to protect it 

8.   If any additional modifications are to be done, prior to the fitment of the accessories, it will be explicitly
